The following rules are the general rules of behavior and safety in the Action Shooting area.   Organized Match discipline rules may supersede this rules on some occasions





1)	SAFETY:


SAFETY IS FIRST.


Eye protection is required at all times while on the Action Range. Ear protection is required at all times when shooting is in progress!


All shooters, helpers, visitors and guests must have eye and ear protection while in the Action Area.





2)	GENERAL ACTION AREA RULES:


During scheduled matches the match chairman’s name will be posted at the “Sign-In” area.  The match chairman is in charge of the Action Area during the entire match.


NO practicing is allowing during a scheduled match time without prior permission of the Match Chairman in charge or some one designated by the Match Chairman.  If it is approved the Match Chairman will assign a practice bay to the shooter.


The club ATV is OFF LIMITS to anyone other than authorized club members and volunteers.


If you park outside the Action Gate East, keep firearms encased while proceeding into Action Area.


Firearms may be carried in holsters, on slings or encased, but magazines must be removed while in the Action Area prior to shooting.  The “Show and Tell” of firearms must be kept to a minimum and held at designated safe areas.


This is a Cold Range: All firearms are unloaded until under a Range Officer’s (RO’s) guidance or when you are within a shooting “Bay” and preparing to fire.


Intentionally pointing a firearm at anyone, for any reason is grounds for immediate removal from not only the Action Area but also PMRP Club. 


If you bring a “friend”, you are responsible for ALL actions of that person.


At least one Red Flag must be raised on the flagpole when shooting is in progress.  Bays 1 and 2 have their own flag and pole.  This flag is to be used when bays 3-7 are closed.


All targets and accessories are to remain within the Action Area at all times.


North Gate is not to be used under normal conditions; North Gate is for emergency exit use only.


No vehicles are to be parked inside of the action bays while shooting is in progress. .


No vehicles are to be parked under shelters or target storage areas.


No non-match autos can enter Action Area while a match is in progress. – Match chairman is in charge.








3)	SHOOTING BAYS:


ALL shooting is to be kept within the fenced shooting area.  Shooting from under the steel shelters is not allowed and is grounds from immediate removal of privileges from the Action Area.


NO shooting at glass bottles, cans, TV’s, etc.


NO shooting at ground targets.


Please tape and remove paper targets from frames; hang up frames and place salvageable paper targets in the box or bin positioned near the frames.


Return all targets and frames to their storage areas and stack properly.


Steel targets are NEVER to be shot at less than 10 yards.  (Exception: Cowboy matches may be shot closer with non-jacketed soft lead pistol cartridges.)


22LR ammo of any kind is not to be used on any metal targets.


Rifle ammo of any kind is not to be used on any metal targets.


Shoot tables and bay barricades are to be moved to the side or rear of bays when shooting is complete.


When bays are chained off no shooting is allowed in that bay – Match in Preparation is in progress.


Shooting bays:


Chairs to be placed inside shelters.


Trash cans placed inside shelters out of the rain.


Tables in shelter area are NEVER to be used as a bench rest.











Shooting:


All steel targets are to be set up directly in front of the shooter.  (Never shoot from an angle)


When shooting pepper poppers, only one shot is used until it is determined target will not fall, then the next one shot can be initiated, and etc., until target falls. (No driving the steel down)


When addressing multiple steel targets from shoot box, the far left and right targets should be no more than 15º from shooter. (Center target should be directly in front of shooter).


Special plastic targets are to be used, at this time, only during regular matches and under the supervision of the match Chairman.








4)	SHOTGUN USE:


Only shotgun ammo with #7 1/2, #8, or #9 size shot to be used on clay targets, steel targets or paper targets


No shotgun slugs to be shot at metal targets or plates.


Slugs to be sanctioned only by Action chairman – then only for use on paper targets


No rifle or pistol bullets shot on orange color targets. (Designated Shotgun Targets)  


No flying clays are to be used in the Action Area except during regularly scheduled matches.


Shotgun hulls, and wads are under the responsibility of “brass pickups”








CLEAN UP:


Pick up all shell casings (shot shells, CCI Blazer aluminum, brass, steel, hulls, wads, etc.) and place in trash or brass reloading bins.


You are responsible to clean up all of your shell casings when you complete your shooting session. -                    22 LR included.


Tidy up your shooting area before leaving – pick up empty boxes of ammo, tape, cans, plastic bottles, food wrappers and used paper targets, etc.


Brass Clean Up: A 55-gal barrel for Brass Only will be placed in the area of the paper target stands to drop unwanted brass before leaving.  Individuals desiring to withdraw brass for reloading may do so.


Respect range properties at all times and keep the range clean. .








6)	CERTIFICATION & RESPONSIBILITY:


With your certification to use the Action Area, we all must pay attention to the many special ways of action shooting and setting of safe targets.  


A one-hour work period per month is required by each individual.  (Individual brass pickup not included).


Everyone that has the privilege of using this range is expected to act as a RO and if someone is not complying by the rules are authorized to speak to the member regarding his or her behavior in a calm and adult way.  If the member continues their behavior it is expected that you will report the member by name or by vehicle license plate number to either the Match Chairman on duty or the Pistol Director.








7)	ACTION AREA USE: Check schedule in monthly newsletter and/or changes will be e-mailed to you when they are approved by the Board.


Open: From 8 AM. till 8 PM or dusk


Closed: Tuesdays and Wednesdays at 2:00 PM


Closed: Every Sunday at 2:00 PM in bays 3 through 17.


Open: Bays 1 & 2 will remain open at all regular times.
